BR. ANDRÉ CAFÉ:  Friday Night Meal, 7:00pm - 9:00pm 
The Downtown Chapel invites our neighbors & guests to join us for a warm meal and fellowship at the front doors of 
our Church every Friday night.  Menu typically includes fruit, sandwich, pastry, soup, and a warm beverage or juice.   

 ART & MUSIC PROGRAM: Monday - Friday; 10:00am - 11:30am 
 The Art Program provides a safe place for guests to express themselves creatively through art, music, puz-
 zles, and games.   The Art & Music Program is provided to all guests as part of the Hospitality Center.   

FOOD PANTRY:  Monday - Thursday, 1:00pm - 2:30pm 
The parish food pantry provides a bag of groceries to individuals who 1.) live within our parish boundaries, which are 
SW Jefferson , 10th St, & the Willamette River, and 2.) fall within qualifying income levels.  Each household may re-
ceive one bag every 30-days.  Proof of address is required. 

Listed services available Monday - Friday during Hospitality Center hours. 
Sign-ups for all services begin at 9am.  Availability limited to a first-come, first-serve basis.  

  
Clothes & Hygiene:  Guests may receive clothing every 30-days, and hygiene every 7-days. 
Blankets:  Blankets available to guests upon request. 
Laundry Vouchers:  Guests may receive laundry vouchers, once every 7-days. 
Phone Calls:  A local phone is available for all guests to use, and long-distance calls are available 
upon request. 
Travel: Local – Tri-Met tickets are offered for transportation to appointments, typically new jobs in the 
area, or to doctors appointments.  Verification required. 
Travel: Long-Distance – Limited assistance may be offered for transportation to a new job; for people 
extradited to Portland; to escape Domestic Violence; or for a family emergency (death or terminal ill-
ness). Verification required.  
Prescription Assistance: Emergency assistance with non-narcotic prescriptions, eye glasses pre-
scriptions, and OHP premiums. Available to guests who live within the parish boundaries and who are 
unemployed.   
Birth Certificates: Assistance provided to guests who are trying to obtain Oregon identification. 
Sleeping Bags & Backpacks: Available on Fridays to guests who are living outside and currently do 
not have a sleeping bag or backpack.  Quantities vary. 
Haircuts:  Haircuts available every other Wednesday.   

 FOOT CARE: Wednesday Mornings; 9:30am - 11:30am  (Sign-ups from 9am until full.) 
 Foot care provides a comfortable environment to have one’s feet pampered.  Foot care includes soaking, 
 massage, basic care of feet, & a clean pair of socks. Foot care is provided as part of the Hospitality Center. 
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
